Object and Purpose of the Contract
1.1 This contract governs the terms and conditions for the disbursement of the Hungarian state scholarship funds awarded by the Scholarship Grantor—together with the Department of Hungarians Living Abroad of the Ministry of Education, as defined in MKM Government Decree no. 21/1998. (V.13.) on certain issues of studies pursued by foreign nationals in the Balassi Bálint Institute for Hungarian Culture (hereinafter as the “Decree”)—for students of Hungarian origin living abroad who receive scholarships for pursuing studies in subsidised training programmes under the support scheme for Hungarians living abroad operated by the Department of Hungarians Living Abroad of the Ministry of Education, as well as the terms and conditions for the use of allowances, entitlements and benefits set forth in the Decree and the obligations and responsibilities undertaken by the Scholarship Recipient pursuant thereto, subject to the provisions of the Decree and other relevant legislation.

1.2 The purpose of the subsidisation of the training programme, the granting of the scholarship and the provision of other entitlements is to facilitate the development of the Hungarian language skills and Hungarian cultural literacy of young people of Hungarian origin living in (Western) diaspora.

Entitlements of the Scholarship Recipient

The Scholarship Recipient has been awarded a scholarship on the basis of his/her application for a one-year training programme in Hungarian language and Hungarian Studies to be completed in the Balassi Bálint Institute for Hungarian Culture, which shall commence on

 ….. …, 200.. and end on ….. …, 200… . Pursuant to the terms of the scholarship award notice, during the term of this contract the Scholarship Recipient shall be entitled to:

· a monthly amount of HUF 16 000, i.e. sixteen thousand forints that is to be transferred during the term of the training programme to the Scholarship Recipient’s bank account by the Balassi Bálint Institute for Hungarian Culture on a monthly basis before the fifth working day of each month;

· if necessary coverage of the student’s health care contribution for the actual duration of the training and a Student ID Card (an amount of HUF 200 shall be paid as administration fee upon enrolment) and associated benefits (discounts);

· free of charge residence hall placement (an amount of HUF 5000 shall be paid as deposit upon enrolment) and additional services as provided by the Scholarship Grantor. 

The Scholarship Recipient shall be eligible for the entitlements solely in accordance with the stipulations set forth by the Scholarship Grantor herein, for the duration of the training and pursuant to the accepted application, whereby the said entitlements may only be transferred to a different training programme on a case-by-case basis and subject to the special approval of the Scholarship Grantor.

3.
Obligations of the Scholarship Recipient

3.1. The Scholarship Recipient undertakes to pursue his/her studies in the institute according to his/her best knowledge and ability as well as to the successful completion thereof. To this end, the Scholarship Recipient is obliged to cooperate with the Scholarship Grantor and thus shall inform the Scholarship Grantor on an ongoing basis of any significant circumstances that may have an effect on the success of the scholarship and of any changes in his/her contact information. 

3.2. The Scholarship Recipient shall fully observe the Academic and Examination Regulations and the Disciplinary Regulations of the Balassi Bálint Institute for Hungarian Culture as well as the rules and regulations of the residence hall. By signing the contract, the Scholarship Recipient commits to regular attendance and the fulfilment of his/her examination and study obligations. The Scholarship Recipient agrees that—having regard to the provisions of point 1.1.—he/she shall be subject to the laws of the Republic of Hungary.

3.3. Upon signing this contract, the Scholarship Recipient commits to participation in the programmes initiated by the Scholarship Grantor in connection with the training and shall pay the relevant excursion fees upon enrolment.

3.4. Upon signing this contract, the Scholarship Recipient commits to pass a Hungarian language examination recognised by the state pursuant to the terms of the scholarship award notice and shall pay its fee upon enrolment.

3.5. The Scholarship Recipient agrees that the holding of an immigration (permanent residence) permit or Hungarian citizenship shall exclude his/her eligibility from the scholarship. Should the Scholarship Recipient fail to notify the Scholarship Grantor of the submission of such an application or of the fact that such a procedure is in progress, in addition to the immediate termination of the contract the Scholarship Recipient—as unauthorised user—shall reimburse the amount of the scholarship received up till that time in accordance with point 3.6.

3.6.
If this contract is terminated due to the fault of the Scholarship Recipient under points 3.1.–3.5., the Scholarship Recipient shall reimburse the amount of the scholarship received up till that time increased by twice the base rate of the central bank effective on the day of termination.

4.
Execution, Amendment and Termination of the Contract

4.1. The disbursement of the scholarship fund shall commence once the Scholarship Recipient has enrolled in the institute and has signed this contract in person. If the Scholarship Recipient is unable to perform the above, he/she may enrol and sign the contract until the last working day of the second week of the course at the latest.

4.2. The Scholarship Recipient shall inform the Scholarship Grantor of the above delay and the expected date of his/her arrival within the period specified in point 4.1. no later than five working days before the beginning of the course. The student status of the Scholarship Recipient shall be effected in the same manner, once the Scholarship Recipient has enrolled in person and signed the contract.

4.3. This contract shall be terminated:

· upon the expiry of the duration of the training programme set out in point 2., 

· on the eighth day after the date the resolution of the institute on the termination of the student status of the Scholarship Recipient becomes effective,

· on the date the resolution of the institute imposing disciplinary action on the Scholarship Recipient becomes effective, 

· in the event of a breach of the obligations under points 3.1–3.5. and 4.2. of the contract, unless the Scholarship Grantor decides otherwise.

4.4. Upon the well-grounded and justified request of the Scholarship Recipient and in the spirit of fairness to the Scholarship Recipient, the Scholarship Grantor may reduce the amount of the scholarship fund to be reimbursed or may allow for payment in instalments.

4.5. The entitlement of the Scholarship Recipient to residence hall placement—except for the termination of the contract—may only be revoked by a resolution on disciplinary action. 

5.

Miscellaneous

5.1.    In order to have access to the entrance card, HUF 1500 shall be paid as deposit upon enrolment.

5.2.    The period that is open for the Scholarship Grantor to consider student-related matters in connection with the scholarship contract shall be set at 15 days, which may be extended once. The parties shall be liable for the authenticity of the data they supply. The parties shall make their declarations for the purposes of this contract in writing.

5.3.    The parties hereby agree that in the event of any legal disputes arising in connection with the execution, interpretation, performance and termination of this contract—subject to the general rules of competence—the Central District Court of Buda and the Budapest Metropolitan Court shall have exclusive competence.

5.4.    Matters not covered by this agreement shall be governed by Hungarian law, thus in particular the Civil Code and its executive provisions.

5.5.    The parties have read, understood and agreed to this contract in full by signing below.
