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After six decades of scouting excellence and growth, the Hungarian Scout Association in Exteris is proud of the tradition it represents. We are involved in leadership training and education with emphasis on building character and citizenship. We publish books and manuals for our scouts. We foster Hungarian culture and traditions, including folk songs, folk dancing and folklore. We have scout troops in the USA, Canada, Western Europe, Australia and South America. We coordinate the activities of these regional districts with the Hungarian Scouts in Hungary and neighboring countries. We organize Jamborees and scout competitions. 


We had 600 scouts participating in our 2005 Jamboree held in Fillmore, New York. Participants came from as far as California, Calgary and South America, as well as Hungary and the Hungarian minority regions of Romania, Slovakia and Serbia. Our program offered a total immersion into the Middle Ages and the time of Louis the Great, King of Hungary. By  completing all requirements of the knight’s code of honor our scouts not only proved their inventiveness, ingenuity and adeptness at scout craft, but accepted chivalry as a lifestyle.  The jamboree also highlighted the importance of maintaining our international mosaic. To those Hungarians living beyond the borders of Hungary in minority situations we offered a spirit of solidarity and pride in a shared heritage, to our scouts it brought fellowship and new friendships.  Our jamboree was a great success, and we were able to meet the needs of all our campers.  


However, the jamboree brought to light that our resources are limited, that our park buildings, roads and wells require continual maintenance, and that we need more pavilions and open spaces. The camp also shed light on the fact that many of our participants were third and fourth generation Hungarians living abroad. Their needs have changed. We need to focus our publications on fostering their knowledge of the Hungarian language.


 	So despite our past successes, it has been realized that financial hardships must be overcome to carry forward in this new millennium. Hence, we have established the Hungarian Scout fund to provide a stable economic basis for the long-term operation of the Hungarian Scout Association and serve as fiduciary for fund raising activities.
