Declaration

During the meeting of the Hungarian and Polish minority scout associations the internal situation of the associations was reviewed, and based upon that, we turn to WOSM with the following observations:

1) For a minority association in its everyday life the most important is to maintain a close contact with the home country, also in the scouting dimension.

2) We regard maintaining our national culture the most essential part of the cooperation with partner scout associations using the same language.

3) We ask WOSM to recognize the growing tendency of regionalization in Europe and to accept the position of some Scout organizations as representing members in a wider sphere than just their home country, as an umbrella organization

4) We regard it as appropriate, that the exiled scout associations, in order to keep closer links with their national culture, should belong to the umbrella organization as well.
